Different political systems or political milieus give rise to different forms of feminism.
These divergent facets of feminism form regional splinters and offshoots, but also
supra-regional alliances. From the various feminist positions, the function of art —
shaped by political backgrounds — has different meanings. The conference will there-
fore focus on music produced by feminist groups and the various forms of feminism
represented. It will also address the position of female composers in certain cultural
areas, feminist content in art music, gender aspects in musical life and music produc-
tion, feminist protest music, and feminist positions in music-historical discourses.

Politica, femminismi, musica. Manifestazioni, contesti europei e globali dal 1945 a oggi
Sistemi politici o ambienti politici diversi danno origine a forme differenti di femmi-
nismo, che divergono a livello regionale, e formano anche alleanze sovraregionali. La
conferenza si propone di tracciare una mappa delle posizioni artistiche sullo sfondo
dei femminismi a connotazione nazionale, della loro propagazione a livello interna-
zionale e delle reti transnazionali. Nelle varie posizioni femministe, la funzione dell’ar-
te — predeterminata dai contesti politici — assume significati diversi. Si analizzeranno,
pertanto, i legami tra il panorama politico e le forme artistiche nel mondo della mu-
sica dopo il 1945. Si discutera, inoltre, della posizione delle compositrici in determinati
ambiti culturali, dei contenuti femministi nella musica colta, degli aspetti di genere
sia nella vita musicale che nella produzione musicale, della musica di protesta femmi-
nista e delle posizioni femnministe nei discorsi sulla storia della musica.
